President’s Block 2017
Sharon Ligon

Sharon has selected a spool block for this year. There are 2 options for making it—it can be a single color for the
thread /main part of the block, or you can use some of your strips to create a strip-pieced thread section.

Cutting:
Light Tan/Off White: Cut four (4) 1-1/2” squares

Cut two (2) 1-1/2” x 4-1/2” strips
Brown: Cut two (2) 1-1/2" x 5-1 /2" strip
Single Color: Cut one (1) 3-1/2” x 4-1/2” rectangle

If doing multiple color, cut 4 fabrics into 1-1/2" x 4” strips
1. Draw a diagonal line on the back of each of the 1-1/2” squares.
2. Place a square on each end of the brown strip, as shown.

3. Stitch on the diagonal line. Repeat with the other brown strip and off white squares. Press the squares open
and trim.

4. If making a strip set, sew your strips together using a scant V4” seam along the long sides. Trim down to a

3-1/2" x 4-1/2" rectangle. -
